Future Relaxed: SENIOR SCHOOL

“Good evening. I am Brenda Everly, the head of the school. You are Mr. and Mrs. Smith, I think. You are interested in sending your twins, Amanda and Arthur here, I understand. What can I tell you?”

“Good evening.” The man spoke. “We like what we have heard, from parents and from subject and class teachers. But there are some general points we don’t understand.” “Tell me.”

“What is your general approach to the education of the children?” “I’m scarcely ever asked that directly. In a nutshell, we try and stretch each child as far as we can without putting them off education. We look for what the pupils can do and get them to do it well. If that leaves gaps in the approved curriculum, we patch them over as best we can. Take an example I have dealt with this week. We have a girl who is very good at music and computing, but she is an impossibly bad speller.
